
a CASA is responsible for 1-2 cases at a time, he or 
she is able to spend quality time on each case. 
A CASA keeps the judge informed of the childôs 
unique needs. 
Judges, attorneys, child welfare 
workers, and parents report that 
CASAs make a substantial differ-
ence with the children they serve. 
 
In 1977, a Seattle juvenile court 
judge concerned about making drastic decisions 
without sufficient information conceived the idea 
of citizen volunteers speaking up for the best inter-
ests of abused and neglected children in the court-
room. Now the network of nearly 1,000 CASA and 
guardian ad litem programs recruits, trains, and 
supports volunteers in 49 states and the District of 
Columbia. Currently 82 volunteers serve 193 chil-
dren through CASA of the Coastal Bend. CASAôs 
vision is for every child to have a voice in court 
through a CASA volunteer.

Child Abuse in Coastal Bend 
 
April is Child Abuse Prevention Month, and our 
April 1 communion offering 
will help CASA of the 
Coastal Bend advocate for 
children in Nueces, Aransas, 
and San Patricio counties. It 
will be an excellent investment in Texasô future. 
      
When a child enters the child welfare system be-

cause his or her home is no 
longer safe due to abuse or 
neglect, a judge may appoint 
a committed volunteer to ad-
vocate for the best interest of 
the child in court, at school, 
and in other settings. That 

volunteer is called a Court Appointed Special Ad-
vocate, or CASA. Advocates stay with each case 
until it is closed and the child is placed in a safe, 
loving, permanent home. Many 
children CASA volunteers work 
with have come from hard places 
of abuse and neglect. They have 
not formed normal attachments, 
have suffered trauma, and have 
related behavioral issues. The 
CASA will be the one constant 
presence in their lives, and this relationship will 
help break the cycle of child abuse. Why CASA? 
 
66% of people in Texas prisons today were foster 
care youth.  
A child with a CASA spends less time in foster 
care and is half as 
likely to re-enter 
foster care. 
In Nueces County 
a Child Protective 
Services worker is responsible for 60-65 cases. As
