
    Median income in the villages is less 
than $2/day, the UN definition of ex-
treme poverty. Thus, nursesô salaries, 
medicines, clinical buildings, land, 
equipment, and motorcycles for home 
visits must 
be funded 
through 
donations. 
This 
UMCOR 
mission 
provides 
high quality 
basic health care services to five com-
munities. It takes about $65,000 a year 
to operate the five clinics, including 
medicines, salaries for five nurses, and 
salary for the doctor who supervises the 
project and sees patients via a mobile 
dental clinic. The mobile dental clinic 
needs $15,000 for medicines and sup-
plies, vehicle expenses, repairs, 
maintenance, and salary support for 
two dentists and a driver to go out 24 
weekends a year.   

    Goals are to reduce infant mortality, 
improve health, increase productivity, 
add two new clinics, and reduce urban 
migration to growing slums around the 
city.

UMCOR Health Projects in  
Bolivia     

    The recipient 
of our June 3 
communion   
offering mission 
is Health Pro-
jects in Bolivia, 
through which 
UMCOR pro-
vides health services and clean water to 
needy Bolivians. 

    Bolivia has the highest child mortality 
rate and shortest lifespan of any nation 
in South America, and waterborne dis-
eases from contaminated water are the 
primary causes of infant mortality. Less 
than 40% of rural villages have access 
to potable water, and funds are needed 
for materials, engineering, and drilling 
of water wells. 

    In lowland villages, many women 
must make long, dif-
ficult journeys to 
seek skilled health 
care.  Some indige-
nous villages are 
hours away by boat 
from the nearest 
clinic. Transportation 
by road is often diffi-
cult and unafforda-

ble during the best of times, and nearly 
impossible during the rainy season 
when flood waters cut off roads.
